RCAH/ “CASTL” Fellowship Program

The Graduate School at Michigan State University (MSU) and the MSU Residential College in the Arts and Humanities (RCAH), in conjunction with the RCAH’s Carnegie Foundation CASTL Leadership Program award, are sponsoring new opportunities for graduate students.  The primary goals of the RCAH/ “CASTL” Fellowship Program are to provide professional and career development opportunities outside of regular classroom instruction for a diverse group of graduate students as mentors, tutors, and group leaders in various aspects of the RCAH and to contribute directly to the scholarship of teaching, especially in the areas of world language proficiency, the visual and performing arts, and civic engagement. 

The RCAH/ “CASTL” Fellowship Program is for doctoral students with interests in teaching, learning, engagement, and assessment in higher education who are enrolled in programs associated with the Colleges of Arts & Letters, Social Science, Education, Agriculture and Natural Resources, and Communications Arts and Sciences.  Students selected for this one semester program will participate in monthly group meetings or workshops with fellowship recipients, outside speakers, and/or faculty members to discuss topics related to teaching, learning, and engagement.  Fellowship recipients will also propose and conduct a well-defined, small scholarly project on a topic they select regarding the scholarship of teaching and/or the scholarship of engagement.  This will complement other work done as part of the Certification in College Teaching Program.
  Assistance with projects will be provided by faculty mentors in the RCAH.  Fellows will be encouraged and supported to disseminate project results on websites, at conferences, and/or in peer-reviewed journals.  Each fellow will receive $6,000 to help support project expenses and/or travel to a conference to disseminate findings.  

Applicants should be enrolled full-time in a program leading to a Ph.D., be in good academic standing, and making progress on their degrees.  Applicants should submit the attached application form; a C.V.; and a brief essay that describes their career goals, why they are interested in the RCAH/ “CASTL” Fellowship Program, and how they anticipate that participation in the RCAH/ “CASTL” Fellowship Program will enhance their professional development.

Awards will be made to individuals who, in the judgment of the review panel, have demonstrated academic achievement, are committed to a career involving teaching, and show potential of future achievement as scholars and teachers.  Applications must be submitted on or before October 16, 2006.  Announcements of fellowship recipients for the spring 2007 semester will be made by November 1, 2006.
